What’s more, as this book also points out, it’s naive 
to wish away cockroaches, to dream of the end of junk mail, electronic or otherwise, 
or to fancy one’s self free of dust bunnies. 
 
In balance, it’s reasonable to gain a respite from battling traffic, from sweeping sand 
out of suitcases and from having to walk long detours around the piles of poo left 
behind by your mindless neighbors’ dogs by reading this delightful collection and by 
snickering a bit. In fact, folks who have read multiple stories in this book have been 
known to let loose with giggles, snorts and chortles. 
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After all, parenting remains an imperfect art no matter how many babysitters are 
employ, how many relatives are bribed, and how many white hairs are sprouted. It’s 
far better to set aside worries and to sigh along with Hannah’s poorly timed phone 
calls, carbohydrates and automobile key pads than it is to age too quickly. 
There are no garbage strewn parking garages so awful or bathroom floods so deep as 
to be irredeemable by a good–hearted tale. Moan if you wish, but don’t fail to join the 
growing population of adults reading Oblivious to the Obvious: Wishfully Mindful 
Parenting, who accept that schedules, polite children and clean closets are entirely 
absurd.
